    TITLE TWO - BY-LAW
2:1.0 
PUBLICATIONS AND DISTRIBUTION

A.) 
The CNYPW Board of Directors shall publish and distribute to its member Associations a copy of these Titles, annually.
B.) 
It shall be the responsibility of each member Association to make certain that they are receiving minutes and all official correspondence from CNYPW.  All correspondence, notices and minutes shall be e-mailed to the Associations address of choice. For the purpose of enforcement, any claim that CNYPW minutes were not received, a claim of ignorance shall not be allowed as an acceptable defense.

MEMBERSHIP-ORGANIZATION AGREEMENT

Each Association will be required to file the Annual Insurance & Association-Registration.
Half of fees will be due August 1st of each year remaining balance due by 3rd week in September the design and contents of these forms shall be as directed by the CNYPW Board of Directors. If all monies due are not paid in full there will be no post season play.
2:2.1 
MEMBERSHIP-ORGANIZATION FEES
The annual Association Fee will be due at the August General Membership Meeting. The amount of the fee is set by the Board of Directors.

2:2.2 
MEMBERSHIP-ORGANIZATION ADMINISTRATION

A.) 
Each member Association shall be governed by a Board of Directors, of other such Association administration. The means by which these persons are selected shall be at the discretion of the Association and must be provided for in their By-Laws.

B.)
It shall be the duty of each Association President to uphold and enforce all of the applicable Titles of CNYPW, and to assure that their members, participants, coaching staffs and other support personnel are aware of and adhere to same; for as long as they are either directly or indirectly involved with the Association programs of CNYPW.
2:2.3 
MEMBERSHIP-ORGANIZATION BY-LAWS
All member Associations must adopt a set of By-Laws to manage the business and affairs of their Association. Each Association is required to submit a copy of their By-Laws, Rules and Regulations, etc. to the League, Secretary annually.
Any revisions, modifications or changes of any kind to the existing By-Laws on file with CNYPW must be submitted to CNY Pop Warner League Secretary annually.
2:2.4 
MEMBERSHIPS - EXHAUSTION OF ADMINISTRATIVE REMEDIES AND REQUIEMENT OF NOTIFICATION

A.) 
Association officers, members, shall exhaust all administrative remedies available to them through these Titles, before they may make an appeal to any affiliated entity (Regional, or National) of the CNYPW. Associations shall be obligated to initially review and faithfully consider the concerns of their officer, coaches, members, parents and participants. If these matters cannot be satisfactorily resolved by the Association, then those persons must be referred to the Secretary of CNYPW in order to have the matter reviewed by the CNYPW Board of Directors.

B.) 
Associations, whose officers, or coaches fail to exhaust their administrative remedies as provide for herein, shall be automatically fined $250.00.

2:2.5 
MEMBERSHIP-SOLICITATION OF FUNDS

Associations may not solicit funds within the territorial boundaries of another Organization. The 
Association will be brought in front of a review board and will be fined or removed.

2:3.0 
MANAGEMENT AND BUDGET-ANNUAL OPERATING BUDGET
 
The CNYPW Board of Directors is responsible for preparing the annual budget. It shall be presented at the May General Membership Meeting for approval. A simple majority vote of member Association present and eligible to vote shall be required to adopt the budget.

2:4.0 
GENERAL MEMBERSHIP MEETINGS QUORUM
A quorum is present when 50% of the officers and Association representatives are present.

2:4.1 
GENERAL MEMBERSHIP MEETINGS

Every Association will be required to be represented at these meetings. General meetings to include; Cheer Coordinators meetings, Presidents meetings, Scholastic Coordinators meetings, etc. Failure to have proper representation at meeting shall result with a $25.00 fine with 1 excused meeting. Fine will be doubled for each additional absence.
2:5.0 
DIVISION ALIGNMENTS

The Football Commissioner will propose division alignments, taking into account, number of teams, win/loss records, etc., with the advice and consent of the CNYPW Board of Directors.
2:5.1
Division alignments will remain for a 2 year period and re-evaluated for potential change beginning in 2019. The Junior Pee Wee level records will stand as the benchmark for potential changes within Division alignments. 
2:6.0 
LEGAL COUNSEL

The Board of Directors may contract and pay for the services of Legal Counsel when it deems it necessary.




2:7.0 
HEARINGS

All complaints of rules infractions or violations of provisions of these Titles may be made verbally to the Secretary or other CNYPW Board member. However, said complaint must be followed up in writing.
2:8.0 
HEARINGS-HEARING AUTHORITIES
A.)
Upon receipt of a complaint, it will be referred to the CNYPW President who may assign the complaint to any board member or director specific to the issue, football or cheer.
  B.) 
Should an appeal of the Hearing Authority's decision be requested, the CNYPW         Executive Board of Directors, acting as the Appeal Authority, may hear the appeal. Their decision shall be final.

2:8.1 
HEARINGS-REIMBURSEMENTS FOR COSTS INCURRED 
A) Any and all cost incurred by CNYPW as a result of a hearing or appeal will be    assessed against the losing party.

B) Should an association find it necessary to resolve its differences with the Conference in a court of law or through legal mediation, the following shall be the process for which payments of the legal defense for the Conference shall be set:
1.) The association that generates the legal action shall bear no burden in the defense costs incurred by the Conference should the final ruling be completely in favor of the plaintiff. In this situation, the defense costs shall be equally divided amongst all other association by special assessment. This shall also include Regional and National legal action. 
2.) The association that generates the legal action shall bear the entire burden of the defense costs incurred by the Conference should the final court ruling not be completely in favor of the plaintiff. This payment for legal services must be paid between the time of presentation of the bill of services and the next scheduled Conference meeting. Should payment not be made at the time the association shall have no voting rights. Should this occur during the playing season, the association during the period the payment is late shall play no games.

3.) Should the association continue to refuse to pay for these legal services, the Conference shall upon a majority vote of the Executive Board declare the offending association in question in violation of the constitution and remove it from membership with a majority vote of the Executive Board.                                    
2:8.2
HEARINGS-RIGHTS OF THE ACCUSED
A.) 
Associations or persons charged with violations of these Titles shall be presumed innocent until such time as a finding against them. All evidence, testimony, or information arising out of a hearing is confidential and is not to be divulged to the public.

B.) 
Unless provided for elsewhere in this section, notice of all Hearings shall be given not later than seven days prior to the scheduled hearing except in "time critical" situations when such notification shall be delivered not later than 48 hours prior to the meeting. Time critical notification may be delivered verbally or hand delivered while other notification must be in writing and delivered to the Association President or Association Representative of record. All notifications which are mailed must be sent via certified mail, return receipt requested. Such notification shall give the time, date and location of the hearing and particulars relating to the charges and/or complaints.

C.) 
The Chair person & Secretary of records shall notify all parties to the hearing of the determination of the Hearing Authority or Appeal Authority, in writing, within three business days of the determination.

2:8.3
HEARINGS-APPEALS
A.) 
Association or persons found guilty shall have three days following receipt of notification of the determination by the Hearing Authority to file for an appeal, in writing to the League Secretary.

B.) 
All requests for an appeal must state the basis for the appeal. There must be new evidence, or a valid claim that due process was violated. 

2:8.4 
HEARINGS-BINDING ARBITRATION
An Association or person that is not satisfied with the determination of CNYPW hearing process may submit its complaint to the Regional Board. Both CNYPW and the Association or person shall be bound by the decision of that body. The costs for submission to the Regional Management Team will be borne by the Association or person bringing the matter to their attention. 

2:8.5 
HEARINGS-INTERNAL MATTERS
Any member of an Association may request that the Executive Board of Directors hold hearing to investigate a problem or internal complaint. Request must be in writing. It will be at the discretion of the Board of Directors whether or not to hold a hearing.

2:8.6
 HEARINGS-VIOLATIONS AND PENALTIES

The Hearing Authority and the Appeals Authority may impose whatever penalty it deems appropriate for the offense in areas where the National Rule Book and these Titles is silent.

 A.)
 A simple majority of the Hearing Board members shall be required to issue a finding.

 B.) The Hearing Board may issue penalties should they feel such are warranted. The Administrative Manual, Pop Warner rulebook and CNY Rules will assist in determining such penalties.
C.)  In all matters brought before a Hearing Board, that Hearing Board shall issue a report. The report shall be entered into the official records of the Conference and shall be read aloud at the next Conference President meeting. A copy of the report shall be given to all parties of interest. No finding shall be sealed.

D.)  The Hearing Board or tribunal may delay the issuance of fines or penalties should they decide additional time is required. The Hearing Board or tribunal shall not delay unduly in the imposition of fines and penalties in matters where mandated penalties may be issued

E.)  All other penalties as stated in the Administrative Manual and Pop Warner rulebook shall apply. Should there be a conflict with any of the above rules, the stricter shall apply.

2:8.7
 HEARINGS-FAILURES TO ATTEND HEARING

Any Association or person that fails to attend a scheduled hearing where proper notification was given, and who has not arranged for a continuance, shall have a default judgment entered against them. Any penalties assessed shall be put in force with no right of appeal.
2:8.8     FINES

Should an association fail to pay at the next scheduled meeting the fine in the manner prescribed, the fine will double for each additional regularly scheduled missed meeting that the fine is late. Further, the association shall have no voting rights during the period of time the fine is late. Further, should the fine be late during the season, and not paid prior to playoff for either a Cheer or Football infraction, it may result in the association being removed from playoffs and or folding of the team.

Should an association appeal a fine or judgment, all fines must be paid at the time of appeal is made. Should the findings be changed or reversed, the fine is refunded in full or the adjusted amount.

2:9.0
 AWARDS AND RECOGNITION
The CNYPW shall present awards and recognition in the following areas: 

A.) 
Scholastic Programming - An awards presentation program shall be held annually to give proper recognition to all CNYPW participants who have been and continue to be scholastic achievers: specifically to those individual participants with whom the Scholastic Coordinator shall deem are fit to receive recognition. The Coordinator in concert with the CNYPW Executive Board of Directors will determine the exact award categories relating to the scholastic ceremonies Each Association shall be billed individually for the cost of same, in accordance with the number of winners that they have at the discretion of the CNYPW Executive Board of Directors.
B.) 
Recognition shall be given for Association teams who have won Conference Championships, as well as Spirit competition championships. The CNYPW shall also give a commemorative award to all individual participants on said teams

C.) 
Volunteers of the year & Sportsmanship of the Year Award- At their discretion, the CNYPW Board along with the Presidents and Cheer Coordinators may select a Male and/or a Female Volunteer of the year. The person(s) chosen will receive a plaque and all of those submitted will receive a commemorative award.

D.) 
Recognition Awards - the CNYPW Board of Directors may, as they deem necessary, establish and present awards and give recognition and bestow Honorary Memberships to persons or businesses for distinguished service to the CNYPW or its member Association.

2:9.1 
AWARDS AND RECOGNITION - ORGANIZATION RESTRICTIONS 

The following rules apply to recognition and awards given to participants by Member Association.

A.) 
Recognition may be given to participants who have been with Association programs starting out as Mitey Mites or Junior Pee Wee, and are leaving the program because of age restrictions or participation in high school programs. Said recognition must be the same for all program participants and Association policies.

B.) 
It shall be left at the discretion of the Association the type of recognition they may be inclined to convey upon football teams, or cheer squads that win any CNYPW, State, Regional, or National Post season championships. However, the actual wording to be imprinted on any such award must be pre-approved by CNYPW Board of Directors.
C.) 
To keep in line with the true spirit of this division (Flag & Tiny Mite) and its purpose, no Association or anyone associated with the Association, either directly or indirectly, may grant, give, bestow or otherwise present to any Flag/Tiny Mite participant any award jacket, apparel, patch, team jacket, emblem, pi or insignia, whereupon it would give the impression that this division of play is anything other than instructional. Specifically, the use of the words "undefeated" "champions" or the use of numerals that depict the team's playing record, are strictly prohibited. Associations found in violation of this particular paragraph shall be charged with failing to keep faith with juveniles and their parents and shall be fined not less than $1000.00, upon a finding against the Association with no waiving of the fine or fine reduction permitted.
